The second section consists of concepts that characterize the
subject of research — pedagogical conditions of tolerant attitude of school and
family to younger students (l. Bekh, N. Bibik, O. Bogdanova, T. Varenko,
V. Kaloshin, S. Kara, O. Kononko , O. Savchenko, Y. Todorovtseva and others).
All this suggests that the research thesaurus is a certain semantic basis of the
process of forming a tolerant attitude towards younger students.

Among the peculiarities of teacher training for tolerant education of junior
schoolchildren, the specifics of the educational environment of primary school
and the formation of skills of beginning teachers to fill it with tolerant content are
singled out; teacher orientation to support the social status of students and the
development of teachers' skills to realize their role in tolerant education;
formation of the ability to interact positively emotionally in the educational
process of primary school, etc.

It is determined that the readiness of teachers for tolerant education of
primary school students consists of cognitive (theoretical knowledge of the basics
of tolerant education, multicultural worldview and critical thinking), emotional
and value (tolerant position as an attitude to tolerant education, creating a positive
emotional saturation of the educational process, awareness of each individual in
its various manifestations), activity-communicative (ability to fill the educational

environment with tolerant content taking into account the individual needs of



students, to implement the pedagogy of partnership, to analyze their own
activities) components.

Particular attention is paid to diagnosing the formation of components of
teachers' readiness for tolerant education of primary school children on the basis
of reasonable criteria (cognitive, motivational, emotional, value, activity,
communicative, reflexive).

At the ascertaining stage of the experiment, three levels of formation of
teachers' readiness for tolerant education of junior schoolchildren were revealed:
high, medium, low. The high level was characterized by the presence of
knowledge of the basics of tolerant education of primary school children and the
ability to apply them in the educational process of primary school, the ability to
create a tolerant educational environment and implement the pedagogy of
partnership, etc .; the middle level is typical for primary school teachers, who are
generally familiar with the basics of tolerant education, occasionally show the
ability to create a tolerant educational environment and partially apply the ideas
of partnership pedagogy, etc.; low level is typical for teachers who have a
fragmentary knowledge of the basics of tolerant education; not able to
independently create a tolerant educational environment; have superficial
knowledge about the pedagogy of partnership and have some of its techniques,
etc.

Thus, the theoretical research made it possible to formulate the basic
concept of the study "pedagogical conditions of tolerant attitude of school and
family to younger students”, which is an important element of professional
development of the teacher's personality.

Modern scientific research solves the problem of preparing teachers for
tolerant education of schoolchildren in various aspects, namely: methodological
foundations of the philosophy of modern education (V. Andrushchenko,
V. Kremen, V. Lutay, V. Ognevyuk, etc.); general issues in the pedagogy of
tolerance (M. Andreev, O. Bezkorovaina, O. Griva, G. Kobernyk, L. Moskalyova

and others); improving the process of training future primary school teachers



(K. Bakhanov, O.Bida, O.Budnyk, L.Koval, J. Kodlyuk, A.Kramarenko,
O. Matvienko, L. Perminova, L. Petukhova, O. Fediy, L. Khomych, L. Khoruzha
and others); psychological and educational principles of formation of educational
tolerance in future teachers (T. Atroshchenko, N.Byrko, T. Varenko,
Y. Gordienko, A. Goryanska, Y. lIrkhina, E.Kaikova, O. Kondratieva,
R. Kostruban, 1. Kryvoshapka , L. Matsyuk, M. Melnychuk, O. Ruda, A. Skok,
O. Stolyarenko, I. Sukhopara, etc.); application of foreign experience in training
future teachers to cultivate tolerance (O. Orlovska and others).

Analysis of the psychological and pedagogical literature on the problem of
research (Yu. Gordienko, Yu. Irkhina, N. Klokar, L. Koval, A.Kramarenko,
V. Lyapunova, L. Perminova, etc.) provided an opportunity to assert that the
process of formation of readiness in teachers to tolerant education of junior
schoolchildren covers various areas of personality (cognitive, emotional-value,
activity-communicative) and cannot be realized without creating special
conditions, namely: 1) pedagogical consensus on orientation on tolerant education
of junior schoolchildren (which either states tolerance educational environment,
or declares the intentions of the subjects to create it); 2) reflection of ideas of
tolerant education in the content of the discipline (is a logical consequence of
pedagogical consensus and provides for the consolidation of its principles in the
content in the form of educational guidelines — components of professional
competencies, content lines, individual topics of curricula); 3) introduction of
contextual learning and solution of quasi-professional situations (modeling of the
context of future pedagogical activity is carried out).

The dissertation develops a correctional program for the formation of
readiness for tolerant education of primary school children in secondary schools,
which is justified by the purpose of the study.

The implementation of the program of formation of teachers' readiness for
tolerant education of junior schoolchildren took place in three stages.

The propaedeutic-motivational stage (emotional-value component) aimed

at mastering by teachers knowledge about the basics of tolerant education,



pedagogy of partnership, development of professionally significant qualities of a
teacher regarding tolerant education of junior schoolchildren, critical thinking and
methods of its development during the discipline "Introduction to the specialty" ,
the content of which was updated in accordance with the research program.

The educational-activity stage (cognitive and communicative-activity
components) provided acquisition by students of knowledge about mechanisms
and forms of implementation of tolerant education of junior schoolchildren;
development of skills to prevent conflicts and regulate their own emotional state,
the use of methods, techniques and means of tolerant education ("Pedagogy",
"Fundamentals of pedagogical skills".

The reflexive stage (activity-communicative component) is aimed at
forming in teachers and parents the ability to analyze their own activities on
tolerant education of primary school children; development of multicultural
worldview, values of tolerant education, empathy, implementation of pedagogical
partnership. At all stages of the model implementation, a system of quasi-
professional situations was introduced, which are classified according to three
criteria according to the components of teachers' readiness for tolerant education
of primary school students: situations aimed at forming a cognitive readiness
component; related to the activity-communicative component; those that
contributed to the development of the emotional and value component.

Conducting a formative experiment to introduce a model of formation of
future teachers' readiness for tolerant education of primary school students
confirmed its effectiveness, which was reflected in the reduction of the number of
teachers with a low level of tolerance; increasing the percentage of respondents
with an average level of tolerance; increasing the number of teachers ready for
tolerant education at a high level.

The practical significance of the results is to update the content of
professional disciplines "Introduction to the specialty”, "Fundamentals of
pedagogical skills”, "Pedagogy”, based on the proposed system of quasi-

professional situations aimed at forming teachers' readiness for tolerant education



of primary school children; supplementing the list of professional competencies
and program learning outcomes in the context of the formation of tolerant
education of students.

The results of the study can be used in the development of educational and
professional programs; improvement of methods of organization of practical
classes and pedagogical practice in the conditions of pedagogical college; in the
system of postgraduate pedagogical education in the organization of advanced
training courses for primary school teachers; when compiling textbooks and
methodological recommendations on the problem of forming the readiness of
teachers for tolerant education of students.

The presented results of the study do not cover all aspects of the problem
of tolerant attitude of teachers to younger students. Further research can be
devoted to the study of teacher training for the organization of a tolerant
educational environment in primary school, the implementation of partnership
pedagogy, work with the public and parents of younger students on the basis of
tolerance.
