ABSTRACT

The thesis focuses on the problems of implementing a humanistic approach
in public policy making to solve socially significant issues, the quintessence of
which is orientation to a person and his / her needs, ensuring the most effective
creative realization of his / her abilities.

It is emphasized that social institutions, values and activities in all their
complexity and diversity form a kind of communicative environment — a public

sphere (space) of expressing public interests, opinions exchange and universally
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important goals definition. The functioning of this symbolic sphere of interaction
between the state and non-state subjects determines a fundamentally new condition
of the political system, the processes taking place in it and new essential properties
of politics, the result of which generalization is the category «public policy».
Approaches to making and implementing policy in management practice, value
guidelines and institutional mechanisms in these processes are fundamentally
changing. Connecting people in the joint solution of collective tasks, being a
specific type of cooperation of free, active, responsible individuals, public policy
appears at the same time as a method and result of humanizing socio-political life.
This constitutes a human-valued priority of social processes, normalizes dialogic
communication, conscious interaction, goal setting, mutual respect for human
dignity and rights, enables confident advancement through democratic reforms in
accordance with international standards.

Large-scale threats, the most dangerous of which is the current civilizational
war of the russian federation against Ukraine, and changes in various areas of
human life-activity cause the growing role and importance of the humanistic factor
in the political space in the context of effective public management and
administration, prompt the search for new forms and methods of decision-making
to increase the effectiveness of public management through the expansion of
citizens’ opportunities participate in solving socially important problems.

All above mentioned determines the relevance of the thesis research.

The object of the study is public policy making in Ukraine.

The subject of the research is implementing a humanistic approach in public
policy making in Ukraine.

The purpose of the thesis research is the scientific-theoretical substantiation
of implementing a humanistic approach in public policy making in Ukraine and
elaborating recommendations for improving the specified process.

During the thesis research, there were obtained results, that contain scientific

novelty. In particular:
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for the first time:

—there are comprehensively defined the characteristic features of the
humanistic approach to the problems of public policy making in the field of public
management and administration, namely: implementing the ideas of humanism and
the concept of human rights into the practice of governance; all-round promoting
the expansion of the social and individual space of freedom and pluralism, spiritual
values and orientations; guaranteeing the exercise, protection and defence of
fundamental human rights; ensuring creative self-development and implementation
of individual abilities and civic activity; establishing experience of communication
aimed at mutual respect, readiness for dialogue, responsibility;

—there is identified and described the communicative component of the
humanistic approach in public policy and management, that is based on
anthropoaxiological studies analysed in a historical aspect, and there is also
substantiated the expediency of considering this component from the standpoint of
public management efficiency. In particular, a humanistic approach in making and
implementing political and management decisions from the communicative view is
considered as a way of actualizing the spiritual-valuable factors of human
interaction based on significant models of social behaviour relied on respect for
human dignity to form and maintain a democratic social order;

improved:

—concepts that reveal specificity of the public policy communicative
component, taking into account the linguistic components of interaction, based on
of which there is proposed a problem solving concerning the correspondence of the
term to the conceptual meaning and the use of semantic variants of the terms
(regarding the parties naming in the process of communication, the use of
adjectives «communication» and «communicative», such concepts: «political
communications» — «public communications» — «public-type political
communicationsy);

—theoretical and methodological approaches to forming the public

sphere / space as a normative ideal and to analysis of the public sphere as a
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phenomenon of management practice, which should first of all reflect the basic
feature of «constitutionality». It should be understood not as «legality», but «the
rule of law», spiritual-axiological content of which determines the legal form
(status of the law through positivization by the state);

—the interpretation of the public management phenomenon in part of
delineating value guidelines of public policy, the key of which we recognize the
rule of law (not only legality), as well the orientation to the human rights
realization,;

— systematization of basic communication models with their division into
linear and non-linear according to the technocratic or interactional approach (the
latter supplemented by the accentuation of the «human factor» in the social
context);

further developed:

— generalization of foreign and national experience as to forming
anthropoaxiological knowledge, as a result it was established that all historical
stages of the society development have a corresponding philosophical vision of
human connections with the outside world, but the degree of saturation with ideas
of humanism is not the same; despite this, there is a trend towards the growth of
spiritual values orientations, which affects the content of public policy and the
mechanisms of its implementation;

—understanding the harmonious unity and peculiarities of the Ukrainian
worldview mentality, the leading dominants of which are antheism, existentiality
and cordocentricity, which ensures a stable relationship between all components of
national culture and various spheres of society based on moral and ethical
principles and collective values;

— clarifying the tendencies of changing worldviews, which are currently
aimed at recognizing a human as an absolute value and respect for his / her dignity,
it leads to the transformation of relations between the individual and the state,

contributes to the increase of civic activity, responsibility and the state guarantee of
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human rights through the improvement of legal means, mechanisms of protection
and defence.

The practical significance of the obtained results is confirmed by the
scientific provisions of the thesis research, conclusions and recommendations that
can be used:

— in research work studying further the peculiarities of public policy making,
the use of people-oriented forms of political communication, the administrative and
civic culture formation in the context of effective public management in Ukraine;

—in the educational training of specialists in the field of public management
and administration, in the system of retraining and upgrading the qualifications of
civil servants and local self-government officials to strengthen the
sociohumanitarian principles of their management activity and humanistic-value
content of political and management decisions;

—1in the work of central, regional and local authorities in the aspect of
improving the communicative interaction based on the following the principle of
human rights priority;

— in law-making activity to develop the changes to normative legal acts as to
forming the spiritual value basis for the public policy making.

In the first chapter «Theoretical foundations of anthropoaxiological studies
of social existence and consciousness in human sciences» based on the fundamental
work of scientists, there is revealed the essence of the concepts «humanismy,
«humanity», «humanization», «humanitarianization», which determine the
definition of the humanistic approach in the field of public management, and
philosophical paradigms are considered in their humanistic aspect as to the solution
of social significant tasks.

Subchapter 1.1 «Categorical-conceptual basis of the humanistic approach to
the problems of public management and public policy» analyses the theoretical
work on the interpretation of the key categories and concepts of the study,

systematizes and clarifies their definitions.
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Subchapter 1.2 «Trends of humanistic ideas development in the history of
Western European and Ukrainian philosophical anthropological thought»
demonstrates the trends of changing worldviews and the growth of spiritual values
orientations in the understanding of political and management reality during the
historical evolution of mankind.

In the second chapter «Public policy as a special type of social
communication of the state and society» there are clarified the defining
characteristics of public policy as a system of communicative interactions of state
and non-state subjects of political relations to form the decisions on issues of
general importance, and in such way to ensure an increase of public management
efficiency.

Subchapter 2.1 «Essence of public policy: the context of the public sphere,
policy, management» explores different approaches to interpreting the content of
the «public policy» category. Considerable attention is focused on leading
provisions explanation of the publicity spatial concepts by Hannah Arendt and
Juergen Habermas in the conditions of public policy making and implementing in
Ukraine.

Subchapter 2.2 «Communicative component of public policy: interpretation
of concepts, structural elements of the communication system» highlights the
problems of public policy in a communicative-semantic context emphasising the
basic terminology, models of social communication and the specifics of political
communication of the public policy quality.

In the third chapter «Problems and prospects of public policy making in
Ukraine in the aspect of implementing a humanistic approach» they are analysed
the humanistic principles of forming public policy in the public management
system from the perspective of changes taking place in society and considering
international standards regarding human rights and freedoms.

Subchapter 3.1 «Sociocultural prerequisites and basic components of the

humanization of public policy making» examines the essential features of the
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humanistic and democratic valuable political and management system in the latest
period of Ukrainian society.

Subchapter 3.2 «Legal principles to ensure the realization of citizens’ rights
in the field of public policy: international experience and improvement directions»
clarifies the role and significance of legal mechanisms to manage social processes,
in particular those related to the exercise of citizens’ rights to information and
participation in the state affairs management, and relevant scientific and applied
recommendations are also proposed.

In the conclusions there are formulated the provisions regarding the
implementing a humanistic approach in public policy making in Ukraine to
improve management efficiency, which include an understanding of the naturally
human, moral-philosophical, public-spatial, sociocommunicative, linguacultural
and normative legal features of the social activity manifestation, interpreted in the
system of collective values and value orientations.
