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ABSTRACT

Gorlova L. L. Formation of professional and communicative competence of
future lawyers in the process of professional training — Qualifying scientific work on
manuscript rights.

The dissertation is a theoretical and experimental study of the problem of the
formation of professional and communicative competence of future lawyers in the
process of professional training.

Actuality of theme. The training of a highly qualified legal specialist in the current
situation requires an increase in the level of his professional competence, one of the
components of which is communicative competence, which is inseparable from
professional skills. Since the goal of higher education in Ukraine in the context of the
requirements of the Bologna Process is "the training of specialists capable of ensuring the
transition from an industrial to an information-technological society through innovation
in education, training and scientific and methodological work" (Higher Education of
Ukraine and the Bologna Process, attention is increasingly degree focuses on the
universality of the graduate's training, his ability to effectively enter the labor market.

Communicative competence of future lawyers, which is defined as a complex
integrative personality quality that characterizes the level of knowledge and skills in the
field of communication, sufficient to solve professional tasks, is a necessary factor for
specialists to achieve competitiveness on the labor market in the rapidly changing
conditions of today.

The structural components of the communicative competence of lawyers and its
indicators and criteria of formation in future lawyers remain insufficiently defined, which
determined the relevance of this study. Determining the indicators of the formation of
communicative competence and the criteria for the expression of these indicators in future
lawyers will give us the opportunity to reasonedly apply adequate pedagogical tools to

improve the level of communication of students of legal specialties.
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Analysis of published psychological and pedagogical works and other scientific

sources shows that the problems of training future lawyers are insufficiently covered. In
particular, the possibilities of using the potential of educational and quasi-professional
forms of activity with the use of innovative technologies, shifting the emphasis to
independent cognitive activity remain outside the attention of researchers. We
characterized the communicative competence of future lawyers as their ability to carry
out effective professional communication - productive cooperation with other
participants in legal relations, creating a moral and psychological atmosphere for
achieving the most favorable result in relations with colleagues and clients, ensuring
influence on communication partners. Therefore, when developing a structural model of
lawyer communication, we cannot ignore different approaches and positions regarding
the structure of communication itself.

The object of the research is the process of acquiring professional and
communicative competence of future lawyers.

The subject of the study is the model of formation of professional and
communicative competence of future lawyers.

The purpose of the study is the theoretical substantiation and experimental
verification of the psychological and pedagogical conditions for the formation of
professional competence of future lawyers in the process of studying at a higher education
institution.

The task of the research: to carry out a theoretical and methodological analysis of
the concept of professional competence, to determine its relationship with other
semantically homogeneous concepts; to theoretically substantiate the structure of the
professional competence of future lawyers, to determine the criteria and indicators of the
levels of its formation; taking into account the specifics of legal activity, develop a model
for the formation of professional competence of future lawyers in higher education
institutions; experimentally verify the effectiveness of the proposed model by
implementing a program for the formation of professional competence of future lawyers

constructed on its basis; on the basis of the results of empirical research to determine the
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system of psychological and pedagogical conditions for the formation of professional
competence of future lawyers.

A scientific novelty for the first time: a theoretical model of the formation of
professional competence of future lawyers in higher education was developed, the
structural components of which are defined as: subject-content, motivational-value,
ethical-deontological, reflective-evaluative, communicative-regulatory; the
psychological and pedagogical conditions for the formation of the professional
competence of future lawyers were defined, substantiated and experimentally verified;
the criteria and levels of its formation in the process of studying at higher education
institutions are presented; a program for the formation of professional competence of
future lawyers was proposed and tested;

improved: understanding of the content, structure, criteria of professional
competence of future lawyers, features of its development in higher education
institutions; further developed: regulations on the organization of optimal psychological
and pedagogical conditions for the formation of professional competence of future
lawyers.

Methodologically targeted and block It was determined that the formation of the
future professional competence of a lawyer i1s a multi-level systemic phenomenon with a
complex dynamic structure, which is carried out on the basis of contextual learning and
includes motivational formation, cognitive, action and value components. The dynamics
of the formation of the main components of the professional competence structure of a
lawyer in the future serves as a criterion for its development and diagnoses the level of
its preparation. The need to identify the level of formation of the professional competence
of future lawyers necessitated the development of a criterion basis for research. It is
important to note that the criterion reflects the nature of the measured phenomenon and
the dynamics of changes in the property it expresses.

The motivational-value and ethical-deontological criterion is characterized by a
system of incentives (material and spiritual needs, urges, desires, incentives of the social
and purely social order); value orientations (qualification, career, social status, interest,

social prestige) and attitude (orientation) of the specialist for the future (preparation for
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professional development, identification with the professional community, orientation to
the development of an individual style of professional activity, achieving success in the
profession, etc.) .

The communicative-regulatory criterion of the future professional competence of
a lawyer reveals its content and is related to the intellectual potential of an individual, his
cognitive activity. The content component is formed in the process of acquiring cognitive
experience by an individual, acting as a basis for the development of professional
competence and a kind of link connecting the components of motivation and activity,
since the presence of knowledge and skills necessary for the formation of various types
of legal activity contributes to the feeling of adequate information and allows, according
to the decision, establish the purpose of the professional task.

The subject-content criterion of the future professional culture of a lawyer has
direct practical significance, as it determines the level of possession of a complex of
professional knowledge and the ways of their mastery, independent acquisition, transfer
and integration. We have determined the following indicators of the content criterion:
mastery of the basic general theoretical concepts of legal activity; information from future
lawyers from various fields of law. The practical criterion of professional culture is
determined by specific types of professional activity of a lawyer and the need to solve
standard and non-standard professional tasks. The active approach, which is the basis of
the educational standard of higher professional education in the direction of training,
determines the establishment of a complex of professional actions (skills), the ability to
make decisions in standard and non-standard (problematic) professional situations.

Based on the importance of forming a set of professional (action) skills, we have
identified the following indicators of practical criteria: the ability to detect, prevent,
disclose and investigate crimes during the future activities of specialists; the ability to
make legally correct decisions and actions.

Based on known criteria and indicators, three levels of formation of the

professional competence of the future lawyer were characterized: basic, medium and

high.
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In order to identify the level of formation of the professional competence of future
lawyers, a number of diagnostic methods were used, which were determined according
to the ideas about the essence, structure and characteristics of the content of their
professional culture, as well as the goals and objectives of the study.

The content-procedural block consisted in the analysis of scientific psychological
and pedagogical literature, comparison, classification, generalization, systematization of
initial data to clarify the content, structure and semantic field of the concept of
professional competence; theoretical modeling in order to conceptualize the key
provisions of the study, included observations, conversations with future lawyers,
modeling of contextual tasks, the "Motives for choosing a profession" method (R.V.
Ovcharova), the "Personality diagnosis for motivation to succeed" method (T. Ehlers),
the method "Motivation of professional activity" (K. Zamfir, modification of A. Rean),
the method "Morphological test of life values" (V.F. Sopiv, L.V. Karpushyna), the
method "Determination of personality orientation" by N. Shevandrin) - for diagnostics of
the motivational-value and ethical-deontological components of professional
competence; self-assessment methods (N. P. Fetiskina) - to determine the level of
formation of the reflective and assessment component of professional competence;
methods of identifying communicative and organizational abilities KOZ-2 (V.V.
Sinyavskyi, B.A. Fedoryshyn), a test to determine the level of sociability V. Ryakhovskyi
- to determine the level of formation of the communicative and regulatory component of
professional competence; testing, a questionnaire to identify the level of educational
orientation V. Uspenska - A. Chernyavska, analysis of educational success - to determine
the level of the subject-content component of professional competence.

The diagnostic-resultative block consisted of the following steps: research the th
stage, at which the psychological, pedagogical, legal and methodical literature on the
researched issues was analyzed; directions of scientific research are determined; the
object, subject, goal, task, hypothesis, methodological and theoretical bases of the
methods are clarified; the conceptual apparatus of the study was clarified; systematized
empirical material. The ascertaining stage, during which the criteria and indicators for

assessing the formation of the professional competence of the future lawyer are
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determined; the levels of training of professional competence of future lawyers are
characterized; selected methods of diagnostic examination; the method of conducting a
ascertaining experiment was developed; a confirmatory experiment was conducted; the
obtained empirical data are summarized and systematized. The formative stage, aimed at
approving the model of formation of professional competence of future lawyers based on
contextual learning and educational conditions that ensure the implementation of this
process. The control stage, which involves conducting a controlled experiment,
comparative analysis of quantitative and qualitative research results; statistical processing
of experimental data in experimental and control groups; systematization and
generalization of the obtained results, presenting them in the form of a dissertation
research.

The practical significance lies in the development of a program for the formation
of professional competence in the process of training future lawyers in higher education.
Theoretical provisions and empirical data regarding the features of the professional
competence of lawyers and the conditions for its formation in higher education can be
used in the process of teaching the academic disciplines "Legal deontology", "Legal
psychology", "Age psychology", "General psychology", "Personality psychology", etc.
