The dissertation solved the actual scientific task, which is to obtain new
scientifically based results in the field of knowledge 28 «Public management and
administration» to improve the system of multi-level governance in the processes of
sustainable development of society on the basis of an integrated approach to the use
of tools taking into account military challenges, threats to national security and
territorial integrity of the state. The existing approach to governance has been
improved, combining various tools and resources for more effective management
under martial law.

The first section of the dissertation is devoted to the theoretical foundations
of multi-level governance, in particular, the section characterizes the current state of
scientific development of the problems of multi-level governance and sustainability;
conceptual approaches to multilevel governance are substantiated and basic concepts
regarding the problems of this study are disclosed; a comparative description of the

goals of multi-level governance in civil and military conditions has been carried out;
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foreign experience of multi-level governance is analyzed on the example of Spain,
Germany, Sweden. Fourth, public organizations and activists in Ukraine are engaged
in sustainable development and multi-level governance, promoting discussion of
these issues and influencing the decisions of the authorities.

In the second section, system signs of constancy in conditions of external
aggression are allocated: adaptation, resiliency (the ability of a person to respond to
stress), effective crisis management, meeting the needs of the population, preserving
the rights and freedoms of citizens, international support and diplomatic efforts,
social solidarity and reconstruction, prevention of recurrence of the conflict,
systemic security and cyber defense; the specifics of implementing the principles of
multi-level governance in Ukraine are determined; the feasibility of modeling the
optimal configuration of multi-level governance of the war period was developed
and substantiated; the algorithm of the process of modeling multi-level governance
(under the conditions of military and post-war governance) is arranged. It has been
determined that multi-level governance in Ukraine is based on principles aimed at
the distribution of power and competencies between different levels of power in the
state.

The third section contains proposals for managing the processes of multi-level
governance in the conditions of post-war governance, which provides for an
effective mechanism for cooperation and coordination between different
management levels and the involvement of the public, non-profit organizations in
introducing modern tools and resources into the multi-level governance system;
development of clear strategies and action plans for recovery and development after
the military conflict.

The scientific novelty lies in obtaining new scientifically based results that
solve a specific scientific task - improving the system of multi-level governance in
the processes of sustainable development of society during the war, post-war
periods.

In view of the above, the actual task of the theory and practice of public

administration and administration is to develop an integrated approach to ensure the
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formation of an effective system of multi-level governance and sustainability of
Ukraine.

The purpose of the dissertation is to substantiate the theoretical foundations
and develop practical recommendations for the introduction of a comprehensive
toolkit of multi-level governance in the processes of sustainable development of
society in the war and post-war periods.

The object of the study is a multi-level governance system.

The subject of research is the toolkit of multi-level governance in the
processes of sustainable development of society during the war, post-war periods.to
substantiate the theoretical foundations and to develop practical recommendations
for the formation of the advocacy system in local self-government.

The following methods are used in the study: content analysis; conceptual
method; comparative analysis (comparative); method of generalization; modeling;
system analysis method; grouping method, Force Field analysis method, situational
analysis, mapping method.

In the dissertation research, for the first time in Ukraine, the author
comprehensively solved the applied scientific problem of the theoretical justification
of the foundations of the formation of a system of multi-level governance and
sustainability in order to develop a comprehensive toolkit for ensuring sustainable
social development in the war, post-war periods. The theoretical and applied results
constituting the scientific novelty of the study are that:Theoretical and applied
results that constitute the scientific novelty of the study are that:

a model of optimal configuration of multi-level governance of the war
period has been proposed, which provides for a comprehensive and integrated
system of governance aimed at ensuring sustainable development of society
during the military conflict, is an innovative approach to solving complex
challenges, taking into account a comprehensive risk analysis, development of

sustainable development strategies, public participation, involvement of
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innovative technologies, financial support, psychosocial support and
consideration of global requirements;

- presenting the innovative concept of multi-level governance and
sustainability through the use of mental maps for better visualization and
understanding in the complex interrelationships of intra-level and inter-level
interaction.

- he principles of determining the effectiveness of multilevel governance
in the processes of sustainable social development, namely: at the state level, the
factors of the effectiveness of multilevel governance are: effective coordination
between various public authorities, the availability of an appropriate legislative
framework that defines the legal framework for the implementation of sustainable

development, providing funding for sustainable development programs;

- provisions on the functions of the multi-level governance toolkit in the
processes of sustainable development of society in the war and post-war recovery
periods, which are important aspects for ensuring effective governance, sustainable
development and preserving peace;

development of public policy in order to preserve the sustainability of social,
economic, environmental, cultural systems and reduce the number of conflicts;
