SUMMARY

Research on the topic of the dissertation was performed during 2019-2023
at the Department of Ancient and Medieval History, Faculty of History, Taras
Shevchenko National University of Kyiv and is part of the scientific plan of the
department.

Russian and Soviet has led to the systematic demonization of Crimean
Tatars. That is why a wide audience is still captive in stereotypes and myths about
the Crimean Khanate as a «robber-parasitic state». However, this view is
completely false. The Crimean Khanate was an important geo-political player of
the international relations system in Europe and beyond at the turn of the Middle
Ages and early modern times. Crimean Tatars actively interacted with other peoples
in amilitary or peaceful manner. As aresult, an objective study of World, European
and Ukrainian history is impossible without studying the foreign policy of the

Crimean Khanate.
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The dissertation is devoted to the study of the foreign policy of the Crimean
Khanate in the period between the creation of the Crimean Khanate in 1441 and
geo-political reference points on key vectors of its policy changing at the turn of
30-40 years of the XVII century. The subject of the work is the foreign policy of
the Crimean Khanate in this period. This problem has valuable scientific, didactic
and methodological value. It allows us to find out the reasons that led to the creation
of the paradigm relations between the Crimean Khanate and other states (including
those where the ancestors of Ukrainians were widely represented). As well, as
reasons of the creation, rise, decline and annexation of the Crimean Khanate.

The purpose of the dissertation is to determine the main aspects of the
Crimean Khanate foreign policy in the second half of the XV - at the beginning of
the XVII centuries.

The current state of the dissertation problem has a certain specificity. There
are practically no works reflect the evolution of Crimean Khanate foreign policy
dynamic in all vectors of its interaction with foreign states. Most of all, the
researchers focus on only one or several areas of Crimean foreign policy. The basic
historiography of the issue can be divided into Ukraian, Polish, Russian-Soviet,
Turkish, Anglo-American, Austro-German and Romanian schools by the countries
of researchers’ origin.

The source base of the work is comprised by a wide range of materials
differing in origin, information content and degree of relability. They can be
divided into Christian, Turkic-Muslim and Jewish sources by origin. Moreover,
mto narrative, documentary, epigraphic, folklore, numismatic and cartografical by
nformation content and reliability. The combination of diverse sources, their
analysis and synthesis can expose the issue. The source base is sufficient to cover
the topic and can fill historiography thematic gaps.

The research methodology lies in general scientific methods: logic, sources
analysis and synthesis, deduction; special-historical: empirical, problem-
chronological, prosopography, complex, comparative, systemic and historical-

typological. Complex and purposeful application contributed to a comprehensive

analysis of a particular problem. At the same time, we used an interdisciplinary
approach - theoretical and practical developments of related disciplines:
jurisprudence, political science and philology. The fundamental principles of the
research are historicism and objective analysis of events and facts.

For the specific reflection of Crimean Khanate foreign policy evolution
dynamics, we used the method of determining the legislative framework for the
formation of the Crimean foreign policy. In addition, we made typologization of
the states in contact with it and applied the forms of their interaction.

It is revealed that the legislative basis of the Crimean Khanate foreign policy
formation was influenced by «tore» and sharia. The Crimean Khanate geo-political
doctrine is based on principles of universalism and Crimeancentric views. The
states with which Crimean Tatars contacted divided by the them into «Tat» vassals,
tributaries, states of the Juchidosphere and countries of special status. There were
three types of military and seven types of peaceful interaction between Crimean
Khanate and them.

The work reflects the dynamics of relations between the Crimean Khanate
and «Tat» vassals: Teodoro, Moldavia, Wallachia and tribal unions of the Northern
Caucasus (tribal principalities of Western Circassia, Kabarda, Kaitag Utsmiate and
highlanders’ free communities). The key mythologemes that Crimean Tatars
guided in their relations with the «Tat» vassals are analyzed. The main features of
the Crimean-Goth-Alanic, Crimean-Moldavian, Crimean-Wallachian relations and
relations between Crimean Tatars and «Tat» peoples of the Northern Caucasus are
determined. The degree of dependence of each of the «Tat» vassals on the Crimea
is clarified.

The evolvement of relationships between the Crimean Khanate and its
tributaries: the Republic of Genoa, the Republic of Venice, the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth, Muscovy, Hungary, Transylvania, Bohemia, the Habsburg
monarchy, Prussia and Brandenburg is reflected. In addition to the main
mythologemes analysis - special attention paid to Kafa’s patronage by the Geray

House. Further, to the theory of Lithuanian-Polish protectorate existence over the
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Crimean Khanate in the early periods of its history and to the Crimean khans’
subsequent attempts to accept the suzerainty of the Commonwealth. Another, to the
Muscovian «offensive aggression» policy against the Crimean Khanate. The
aspects of the Crimean relationship with Hungary, Transylvania, Bohemia, the
Habsburg Monarchy, Prussia and Brandenburg (which usually remain out of topic)
are considered.

The Crimean Khanate relationships features with the states of the
Juchidosphere are generalized. There are such states as: Said-Ahmad Horde,
Namagan Yurt, Xacitarxan Khanate, Khanate of Kazan, Manqit Yurt, Great Nogai
Horde, Lesser Nogai Horde, Mansur Horde, Budjak Horde, Meshcherian Yurt,
Tyumen Yurt, Shamkhalate of Tyumen, Shamkhalate of Tarki, Endirey beylik,
Bragun beylik, Khanate of Tyumen, Khanate of Sibir, Kazakh Khanate and Torgut
Khanate. The concept, which considers the Crimean Khanate as the center of « Taht
Memleketi» is given further development. The relationship transformation process
between the Crimean Khanate and each of Juchidosphere states, the course of the
competition for the Golden Horde succession and the peculiarities of subordinate
Nogai hordes incorporation are analyzed.

The dynamic of relations between the Crimea khanate and the countries of
special status is established. There are such countries as: Zaporozhian Sich, Don
Respublic, Sweden, France, the Papal States, the Empire of Trebizond, the Ottoman
Empire, the Mamluk Sultanate, the Ak Qoyunlu and Safavid Iran. The main aspects
of the relations between the Crimean khanate and the countries of special status are
considered, the main mythologemes and the peculiarities of relations paradigm
evolution are determined. The influence of the frontier elements on the formation
of the Crimean-Zaporozhian and Crimean-Don relations is substantiated. At the
same time, the discussion about the nature of Crimean Khanate subordination to the
Ottoman Empire is analyzed. Moreover, the stages of the Crimean Khanate
Ottomanization and its dependence on Istanbul are traced. The development of

relations between the Crimean Khanate and Sweden, France, the Papal State, the
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Empire of Trebizond, the Mamluk Sultanate, Ak-Qoyunlu and Safavid Iran (which
remain out of sight of researchers too) has been traced.

It is proved that the Crimean Khanate had an extensive international relations
network and was a full-fledged geo-political player in the Christian and Muslim
world. Thus, the vision of the Khanate should be considered as an integral part of
Ukrainian and European history. It is established that the main Crimean Khanate
geo-political goal was domination over Central and Eastern Europe. It remained
unchanged during the second half of the XV — at the beginning of the XVII
centuries. However, it underwent certain adjustments over time.

The provisions and conclusions of the dissertation research can be used for
writing generalizing works on regional and European history. As well as, on the
history of Ukraine. In the context of Turkology and Crimean studies. In the
development of research and popular science programs between Ukraine, European
Union countries and Turkey. For the implementation of Crimean Tatar cultural and
educational projects and for Russian propaganda debunking myths.
