ABSTRACT

The dissertation is devoted to solving the scientific problem of developing the
social intelligence of younger schoolchildren in families during distance learning by
improving the socio-psychological support of this process.

With the onset of the COVID-19 pandemic, the right of every Ukrainian child to
education declared by the state was violated due to the inability to visit educational
institutions due to quarantine restrictions. Later, the conditions of martial law in
Ukraine due to a full-scale invasion of Russia led to a violation of the rights of the
child: the right to life, to be with family and community, to health, to personal



development, to care and protection. During the war in Ukraine, all, without exception,
Ukrainian children experienced violations of their legally recognized rights, and the
right to education, in particular. Distance learning under martial law provides
opportunities for students to continue to receive education in Ukraine, regardless of
their current location, and the implementation of the educational and educational
function is fully entrusted to the family. In military realities, Ukrainian schoolchildren
are forced to acquire knowledge under the sounds of air alarms, and their parents,
without appropriate training or education, are forced to perform unusual functions for
themselves, and even more — to try themselves as a teacher, for example, a primary
school teacher. Therefore, the issue of socio-psychological support by all subjects of
the process of development of social intelligence in younger schoolchildren in families
becomes relevant.

The purpose of the study is to develop, theoretical substantiation and experimental
verification of the theoretical model of socio-psychological support for the
development of social intelligence of younger schoolchildren in families during
distance learning.

The state of development of the problem of research in Ukraine and abroad is
highlighted, the theoretical justification of the determination of the family in the
process of child development is carried out; phenomenology of the phenomenon
"social intelligence" is described, its content, criteria, structure, features of
development in younger schoolchildren in families.

It is determined that the family is the natural center of the initial socialization of
the child, the basis of material and emotional support for him, the mechanism for
preserving and transmitting cultural traditions; that in today's forced deprivation
circumstances the family should function as a social institution that contributes to the
social, spiritual and moral well-being of the child, as well as to his comprehensive
physical and psychological development; that parents, in addition to fulfilling their own
roles in the family, must also assume the responsibilities that educational institutions
usually perform. This situation does not contribute to the quality of ensuring the
guaranteed rights of the child to receive education.

According to the results of the analysis of the scientific literature, taking into
account the essence of the basic concepts of research, such as "communicative
competence," "social giftedness," "communicative potential," "social competence" and
"social adaptability," the content of the definition "social intelligence of the younger
student" was clarified (integration characteristic, combining the manifestation of his
self-esteem and understanding the value of others, manifests itself in interaction with
other schoolchildren and adults who are involved in the educational process and are
outside it, involves understanding and applying the norms and rules of social behavior
and communication, identifying a sense of responsibility for their own actions (acts)
and their consequences on the basis of analysis and reflection) and its function. The
following components of the structure of social intelligence of younger schoolchildren
are allocated: components of social intelligence — regulatory, behavioral, cognitive;
indicators of social intelligence — socialization, social adaptability, social competence;
sociability, responsibility, organization, independence; social activity, independence,
motivation, reflection, emotional stability, social perceptual competence,
selfactualization, self-esteem.

It is determined that distance learning made it possible to continue the educational



process without risking the life and health of children in a place and time convenient
for them, as well as individually control their learning pace. However, it can also
adversely affect the development of social intelligence of younger schoolchildren.

It is stated that more and more practical importance is acquired: the importance of
the family in the educational process of younger schoolchildren, especially in sensitive
periods of the development of their social sphere; contact family members with both
the child and the school to achieve a common educational goal. For its implementation,
an urgent analysis requires interpersonal interaction, which occurs as a result of forced
social deprivation of younger schoolchildren both in the family and outside it.

The theoretical and methodological approaches of scientists to the study of the
essence and functional importance of the family for the development of social
intelligence of younger schoolchildren are investigated. The main attention was aimed
at determining the similarities and differences in the views of scientists on the essence
and content of the family, its functionality and significance for the development process
of SI, on the phenomenon of SI itself and its internal content, on the interaction of
subjects of the development of social intelligence of younger schoolchildren in families
in the conditions of distance learning.

The organizational and psychological features of the professional activity of the
teaching staff of the school and the school psychologist, the activities of the parent
committee and families within their interaction, which in the future could affect the
development of their ability to develop in younger SI students during distance learning
under martial law, are systematized; a corresponding set of psychodiagnostic tools has
been formed (indicating their authors, names, diagnostic indicators, etc.), scientific
improvements have been specified in determining the factors of increasing the
effectiveness of the professional activity of the pedagogical staff of the school and the
school psychologist, the activities of the parent committee and families within their
interaction regarding the development SI of younger schoolchildren during distance
learning.

The generalization of the opinions of respondents and experts on the components
of the social intelligence of younger schoolchildren, the professional activities of the
teaching staff of the school and the school psychologist, the activities of the parent
committee and families on the development of SI in children during distance learning,
as well as the possible means necessary to ensure the successful implementation of
their functions.

In accordance with the main purpose of the study, a theoretical model of socio-
psychological support for the development of social intelligence of younger
schoolchildren in families during distance learning was developed, theoretically
substantiated and experimentally tested, which implies the presence of goals, tasks,
principles, levels and structure of interaction. The basis of the theoretical model was
the algorithm of joint actions of teachers and school psychologist, representatives of
the parent committee and families to provide them with educational, on the one hand,
and primary social control and educational functions, on the other, in the conditions of
distance education during the psychological support of the development of social
intelligence of younger students in the family during distance learning. It also takes
into account the forms, types, tools, criteria and components of psychological support.

Within the framework of the study and in accordance with its tasks, the author's
training "Development of social intelligence of younger schoolchildren in families



during distance learning" was developed, which was conducted with all persons
involved in empirical research during the year, 2 hours weekly by variable choice (a
total of 76 hours). The training developed and applied by the author showed positive
dynamics in the development of such psychological personality traits of younger
students as communicativity, politeness, language culture, etc.

The analysis of the results of the experimental study by the levels of development
of the SI components of the younger schoolchildren in the family in the conditions of
distance learning and their statistical processing confirmed the assumptions and
statistically showed significant positive changes in the experimental group. and,
consequently, the effectiveness of the proposed theoretical model of socio-
psychological support for the development of social intelligence of younger
schoolchildren in families during distance learning and its practical reflection in the
educational process of institutions of general secondary education.

In accordance with the proposed theoretical model of socio-psychological support
for the development of social intelligence of younger schoolchildren in families during
distance learning, which is based on the appropriate algorithm of joint actions of the
family and school, a number of practical recommendations have been developed for
parents, pedagogical workers and psychologists of educational institutions regarding
the development of components of the SI of the younger student during distance
learning.

The scientific novelty of the results is that:

for the first time: a theoretical model of socio-psychological support for the
development of social intelligence of younger schoolchildren in families during
distance learning has been developed, which is based on an appropriate algorithm for
joint actions of the family and school, which involves the integration of the efforts of
adult family members and the means and types of professional activities of teachers, is
described by the following activities: educational, preventive, diagnostic and
corrective; on the basis of this model, a program of author's training "Development of
social intelligence of younger schoolchildren in families during distance learning" was
developed, the uniqueness of which lies in the introduction of author's training of SI
development of younger schoolchildren in families in particular, improving the quality
of their education during distance learning and preserving their mental health in
general; the process of socio-psychological development of the SI components of the
younger student has been improved thanks to the developed theoretical model of socio-
psychological support for the development of social intelligence of younger
schoolchildren in families during distance learning;

have been further developed: the content of the definition "social intelligence of
the younger schoolchildren" (integration characteristic, combining the manifestation of
his self-esteem and understanding the value of others, manifests itself in interaction
with other schoolchildren and adults who are involved in the educational process and
are outside it, involves understanding and applying the norms and rules of social
behavior and communication, identifying a sense of responsibility for their own actions
(actions) and their consequences based on analysis and reflection); scientific ideas on
the joint actions of the family and the school, the integration of the efforts of adult
family members and teachers for the socio-psychological development of the SI
components of the younger schoolchildren in the family in the conditions of distance
learning.



The practical significance of the results is to develop practical recommendations to
parents and teachers regarding the socio-psychological support of the development of
social intelligence of younger schoolchildren during distance learning.

The obtained results of the study can be used by school teachers and psychologists,
as well as parents of younger schoolchildren, to improve the process of developing
their social intelligence during distance learning, as well as in the process of
professional training, retraining and advanced training of pedagogical personnel,
representatives of psychological services, public organizations and parent committees
that plan and implement school and out-of-school forms of interaction with younger
students in a pandemic, martial law, etc.
